In November 2005, it was announced 
that ASU’s Tempe campus had the 
largest single campus enrollment in the 
United States. At 51,612 students, the 
Tempe campus is now larger than the 
University of Minnesota’s Twin Cities 
campus (51,175) and Ohio State (50,504).

The fall 2005 freshman class was also 
ASU’s largest ever, with an enrollment 
of 8,467. Included in the class were 155
